IMPORTANT INFORMATION

= The flooring must be acclimated a minimum of 24 to 48 hours prior to installation in the room where the installation will take place.
= Inlarger rooms the flooring must be installed in smaller sections with expansion joints.

= The distance to walls and other permanent pieces of construction elements should be approximately 5 mm

= Never install very heavy pieces of furniture such as kitchen islands/cabinets on top of the flooring

= The indoor climate should have a temperature between 15-23 ° C and relative air humidity between 30-60%.

= Always follow the floor manufacturers requirements and specifications regarding subfloor preparation.

The boards need to be locked into one another, using the click lock
system. To connect a new board you have to use a rubber hammer.

MAINTENANCE DO NOT USE
Sweep and/or vacuum the floor to remove all loose dirt and grit STEAM M 0 PS
Mop the floor using a properly diluted non-abrasive cleaner in cool water OR ABRASIVE

Rinse the floor thoroughly with clean water, remove any excess and allow it to dry
CLEANERS

PROTECTION

DO NOT expose your Oak Legends flooring to temperatures exceeding 60°

DO NOT use Oil or petroleum-based products as these can result in surface staining.
Furniture with castors should have wide, rubber castors to avoid damaging the floor.
DO NOT use ball type castors as they can damage the floor.

Protective & non-staining mats are required under office chairs, heavy furniture and
appliances.

Apply felt pads to the underside of furniture legs/feet to prevent scratching the floor.
Use door mats at entrances to prevent dirt and grit from being tracked on to the floor.
